Hymn #608

“Eternal F ather " is popular inthe na  valtr a-
dition of a number of western nations and sung b y
members of the U .S., the British and the French
Navies. The piece, alternately titled “The Na vy
Hymn, "w as writtenb y two Englishmen, clergymen
of the Church of England, the R ev. William Whiting
(1825-1878) (lyrics) and the R ev. John Bacchus
Dyk es (1823-1876) (music). The h ymnw as writ -
ten duringthey ears 1860 and 1861, respectiv ely.

T une: Melita

Rev. Whiting’ s ode “Eternal F ather " drew in-
spir ation from both the Old and New T estaments.
His v erses referenced familiar texts such as Mat -
thew 8:26 (“Hew as asleep ... Then he rose and re-
buk ed the seas, and therew  as a great calm”) and
Psalm 65 (“who stilled the roaring of the seas, the
roaring of their w aves, and the turmoil of the na-
tions”). Whiting also cited as an impetus to the
work his surviv al during a ferocious Mediterr ~ anean
storm.

Rev. Dyk es is also known for the composi-
tion of such popular h  ymns as “Holy , holy , holy!
Lord God Almight y!” (H82 #362), “Come, Holy
Spirit, Hea venly Do ve” (H82 #510), “Nearer , My
God, to Thee” and “Lead, Kindly Light. " Dyk es
based the tune for “Eternal F  ather ” on an earlier
tune he had written entitled “Melita” (the ancient
name for the Mediterr ~ aneanisland of Malta). Malta
is associated with the biblical shipwreck of the
Apostle P aul (Acts 28:1).

In 1879, Lieutenant Commander Charles
Jackson T rain (latera R ear Admir al), then Director
of the Midshipmen’ s Choir, instituted the pr  actice

services. Because of this pr  actice, “Eternal F a-
ther "cametobecalled“TheNa vy Hymn, "became
an integr al part of Na vy tr adition, and gained in-
creasing popularit 'y among U .S. Na vy personnel.

There existam yriad of additionalv ~ ersesto
the h ymn, written for submariners, a viators, and
astronauts, among others.

“Eternal F ather ”,w asafa vorite h ymn of both
President Theodore R  oosev elt, a former Secretary
of the Na vy (1897-98), and President Fr anklin D .
Roosev elt, a former Assistant Secretary of the
Navy. Itw assungatPresidentFr anklin R oosev elt’s
funer al at Hy de Park, New Y ork in April 1945. It
was also pla yed as the body of President John F
Kennedy , a PT boat commander in W orld W ar II,

was carried up the steps to lie in state at the U .S.
Capitol.
